
Directions to Crown Hill Funeral Home & Cemetery 
(Including directions to the Gothic Chapel, the “Crown,” Pres. Harrison’s Memorial, & the Waiting Station) 

 
CROWN HILL FUNERAL HOME and CEMETERY are located on west 38th Street, near the Indianapolis 
Museum of Art (IMA). The cemetery has two entrances, one at 700 West 38th Street, which is at the 
corner of 38th Street and Clarendon Road. We refer to this entrance as the “north” entrance. The funeral 
home and cemetery office are located just inside this entrance. The other or “south” or “east” entrance is 
located at 34th Street and Boulevard Place and features a large Gothic stone gate. The Waiting Station 
building is located just inside the gate on the north side. (The address for this entrance is 3402 Boulevard 
Place.)  
 
���� SPECIAL NOTE: PAINTED LINES ON OUR ROADS. Please note that from either cemetery entrance 
the YELLOW LINE painted on the road leads directly to either gate entrance. (The gates are located 
about one mile apart following the yellow line.) The WHITE LINE painted on the road also leads to both 
gates, but by way of President Harrison’s memorial, the “Crown,” and the Gothic Chapel. 
 
From INDIANAPOLIS INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT: Exit the airport and go east I-70, then I-65 North.  
Exit at the Meridian and Pennsylvania Street exit (Exit 113) and turn right (north) at the second stop light, 
which is Meridian Street. Go north on Meridian Street for 2.4 miles. Turn left (west) onto 34th Street and 
follow it through two stop lights. Thirty-Fourth Street will dead-end at the cemetery’s large stone gate.  
This is the 34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. The Waiting Station Building is located on the right 
side just inside the stone gate. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go to the Funeral Home, 
Administrative Office, or Mausoleum. Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go to the Gothic 
Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.” 
 
From the WEST side of Indianapolis:  Take I-465 north or south to 38th Street. Go east on 38th Street 
5.2 miles, to the intersection of Michigan Road and 38th Street. The western boundary of the cemetery 
property starts at this intersection, which is marked as Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Street on the south side 
of 38th Street. Note that the cemetery’s brick fence starts at this intersection. Continue east to the next 
stop light and turn left (north) onto Clarendon Road. The main entrance to the cemetery is about a block 
north on the left. The Funeral Home and Administrative Office are located in the same building on the left 
and the Mausoleum is straight ahead as you enter the cemetery grounds. Follow the YELLOW LINE 
painted on the road to go to the Waiting Station and the 34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. 
Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go to the Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, 
and the “Crown.” 
 
From the NORTHWEST side of Indianapolis: Take Michigan Road (Highway 421) south to 38th Street.  
Turn left (east) onto 38th Street, go to the first stop light and turn left (north) onto Clarendon Road. The 
main entrance to the cemetery is about a block north on the left. The Funeral Home and Administrative 
Office are located in the same building on the left and the Mausoleum is straight ahead as you enter the 
cemetery grounds. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go to the Waiting Station and the 
34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go to the 
Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.” 
 
From the NORTH side of Indianapolis (and Carmel area):  Take Meridian Street (Highway 31) south 
to 38th Street. Turn right (west) on 38th Street and go to the 4th stop light and turn right (north) onto 
Clarendon Road. The main entrance to the cemetery is about a block north on the left. The Funeral 
Home and Administrative Office are located in the same building on the left and the Mausoleum is 
straight ahead as you enter the cemetery grounds. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go 
to the Waiting Station and the 34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. Follow the WHITE LINE 
painted on the road to go to the Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.” 
 
From the NORTHEAST side of Indianapolis (Castleton/Fishers area): Take I-69 south until it 
becomes Binford Boulevard (HW 37). Follow Binford Blvd. south to 38th Street at the Indiana State 
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Fairgrounds. Turn right (west) onto 38th Street and follow it a little over two miles to the fourth stop light 
past Meridian Street and turn right (north) onto Clarendon Road. The main entrance to the cemetery is 
about a block north on the left. The Funeral Home and Administrative Office are located in the same 
building on the left and the Mausoleum is straight ahead as you enter the cemetery grounds. Follow the 
YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go to the Waiting Station / 34th Street and Boulevard Place 
entrance. Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go to the Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s 
memorial, and the “Crown.” 
  
From the EAST side of Indianapolis: Take I-465 north or south to I-70 west. Take I-70 west to I-65 
north. Exit at the Meridian and Pennsylvania Street exit (Exit 113) and turn right (north) at the second 
stop light, which is Meridian Street. Go north on Meridian Street for 2.4 miles. Turn left (west) onto 34th 
Street and follow it through two stop lights. Thirty-Fourth Street will dead-end at the cemetery’s large 
stone gate. This is the 34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. The Waiting Station Building is located 
on the right side just inside the stone gate. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go to the 
Funeral Home, Administrative Office, or Mausoleum. Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go 
to the Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.” 
 
From the SOUTH side of Indianapolis (Greenwood area): Take I-65 north to the Meridian and 
Pennsylvania Street exit (Exit 113). Turn right (north) at the second stop light, which is Meridian Street.  
Go north on Meridian Street for 2.4 miles. Turn left (west) onto 34th Street and follow it through two stop 
lights.  Thirty-Fourth Street will dead-end at the cemetery’s large stone gate. This is the 34th Street and 
Boulevard Place entrance. The Waiting Station Building is located on the right side just inside the stone 
gate. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the road to go to the Funeral Home, Administrative Office, or 
Mausoleum. Follow the WHITE LINE painted on the road to go to the Gothic Chapel, President 
Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.” 
 
From DOWNTOWN Indianapolis:  (Crown Hill Cemetery is approximately 3.6 miles from Monument 
Circle, where Meridian and Market Streets intersect.) Take Meridian Street north to 34th Street. Turn left 
(west) onto 34th Street and follow it through two stop lights. Thirty-Fourth Street will dead-end at the 
cemetery’s large stone gate. This is the 34th Street and Boulevard Place entrance. The Waiting Station 
Building is located on the right side just inside the stone gate. Follow the YELLOW LINE painted on the 
road to go to the Funeral Home, Administrative Office, or Mausoleum. Follow the WHITE LINE painted 
on the road to go to the Gothic Chapel, President Harrison’s memorial, and the “Crown.”
